Recognizes an individual’s
exemplary service that has a
measurable impact on one
service unit. 

Requires nomination form and two letters of endorsement
from adult volunteers other than the nominator.

Recognizes an individual’s
exemplary service which has had
a measurable impact on two or
more service units. 

Requires nomination form and two letters of endorsement
from adult volunteers other than the nominator.

The highest honor in Girl Scouts. It
honors an individual whose ongoing
commitment has an exceptional,
measurable impact on the entire
Council or Girl Scout movement.

Recognizes a previous Thanks Badge
award recipient who has continued
to provide exemplary service
resulting in a measurable impact
that benefits the entire Council or
Girl Scout movement. 

President’s Award

Requires nomination form and two letters of
endorsement from adult volunteers and
supplemental information form (sent after
nomination form is submitted).

Recognizes efforts of a service-delivery team or
committee whose exemplary service results in
significant, measurable impact toward reaching
the council’s overall goals. 

Nominees are active, registered Girl Scout volunteers. Nominees recognize, understand, and practice the values of
inclusive behavior. Nominees are in good financial standing with Council. 

Nominations should address accomplishments in training,
retention, membership engagement, diversity, community
contacts, on-time reports and service area communications. 
All service-team members have met all requirements and
expectations of the positions held. 

Adult Award Criteria

Requires nomination form and two letters of endorsement
from adult volunteers other than the nominator.
